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Minster Trust for Education Disqualification Criteria : Trustees and Local Governors

These criteria are based on the articles of association for the Minster Trust for Education.

In summary

A person can't be a trustee or local governor if they:

· Are under 18
· Are a pupil of an academy in the trust
· Have been declared bankrupt
· Have been removed from office by order of the Charity Commission on the grounds of misconduct or mismanagement
· Have been convicted of a criminal offence (though there are a couple of mitigating factors, explained in the 'in detail' section below)
· Fail to provide the chair of trustees with an enhanced DBS check, or that check reveals their unsuitability to work with children

It is for the chair of trustees or CEO to make the decision on whether the DBS check reveals the person to be unsuitable. If their decision is disputed, it can be referred to the Secretary of State to decide.

In detail

There are some more technical details that apply to some disqualification criteria. For example, a person is also disqualified if:

· As well as, or instead of, being declared bankrupt, their estate has been seized for the benefit of their creditors (and this declaration or seizure isn't discharged, annulled or reduced)
· They're the subject of a bankruptcy restrictions order or an interim order
· They're subject to a disqualification order or a disqualification undertaking, or to an order made under section 429(2)(b) of the Insolvency Act 1986
· They breach any of the cases set out in section 178 of the Charities Act 2011
· A person receives an order of removal by the High Court, instead of the Charity Commission

Similarly, a person convicted of a criminal offence wouldn't be disqualified if:

· It has been spent under the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 2974 (more guidance on that here)
· The maximum sentence is a fine or a lesser sentence (unless it falls under section 178 of the Charities Act 2011)

If any of these criteria apply to someone applying to become a trustee or local governor, this disqualifies them. If they happen to an existing trustee or local governor whilst in office, they become disqualified and have to provide their written notice to the chair.





Declaration of Eligibility

Having read and understood the disqualification criteria listed, I declare that I am not disqualified from serving as a governor on the school governing body.  If I become disqualified, I will give notice of the fact to the chair of the relevant body.
