Foundation Tier

Number: Fractions, decimals, percentages, basic ratio/proportion, rounding, simple powers.

Algebra: Expand, factorise, linear equations, sequences, simple inequalities.

Geometry: Perimeter, area (rectangles, triangles, circles), Pythagoras (basic), basic angles.

Statistics & Probability: Mean, median, mode, simple probability, bar charts/pie charts.

Formulae: Speed = distance ÷ time, density = mass ÷ volume, pressure = force ÷ area.

Common mistakes: Units, rounding too early, misreading question.

Higher Tier

Number: Indices, standard form, surds, fractional indices, advanced rounding.

Algebra: Quadratics, simultaneous equations, inequalities, nth term (linear & quadratic).

Geometry: Volume (prisms, spheres, cones), trigonometry (SOHCAHTOA), bearings, transformations, coordinate geometry.

Statistics & Probability: Cumulative frequency, probability rules (independent, mutually exclusive), frequency density.

Formulae: Equation of a line, midpoint, gradient (including perpendicular/parallel).

Common mistakes: Calculator mode (DEG/RAD), missing units, skipping steps, not checking answers.

Exam Tips (All Papers)

Paper 1: No calculator → practise mental arithmetic.

Papers 2 & 3: Calculator → multi-step problem solving.

Show working, underline key numbers, estimate to check answers.

Roughly 1 minute per mark.
